CO-FOUNDERS, RURAL RISING PHILIPPINES
Rural Rising Philippines (RuRi) emerged from the pressing challenges of the COVID-19 pan-
demic on both rural farmers and urban consumers in the Philippines. Strict border controls 
and quarantine regulations left small-scale farmers facing insurmountable difficulties in 
selling their harvests, while urban areas encountered food shortages and steep price hikes.

Touched by the hardships faced by both groups, spouses Ace and Andie Estrada of Baguio 
City felt compelled to take action. RuRi traces its beginnings to a heartfelt Facebook post in 
April 2020 offering to “rescue buy” produce from farmers and transport it to urban markets 
at fair prices. Leveraging a rented truck, they navigated through military checkpoints to 
deliver fresh produce directly from farmers to consumers, eliminating intermediary layers. 
Though encountering challenges such as being turned away from drop-off points and fac-
ing difficulties in meeting buyers, the couple persevered.

Through their Facebook group and page, RuRi garnered a significant following, with over 
43,000 member buyers and 226,000 followers. Their Rescue Buy™ and other initiatives not 
only enhanced accessibility and affordability of healthy produce but also extended direct 
support to farmers. Since their viral social media post, RuRi has facilitated the movement 
of over 3 million kilograms of produce and assisted about 4,500 farmers across Luzon, 
Visayas, and Mindanao.
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RCMW members were able to show our sporty side once again via our back-to-back “sports events” last 
week.

Project Updates

Let me now give you updates on our projects this 
week.

For our Gift of Life (GOL) program, we have 
now performed so far, a total of 249 surgeries 
this Rotary year after the PDA Device Closure 
procedures done at the Philippine Heart Center.

We have also assisted to date a total of 2,469 
indigent patients thanks to the assistance provided 
by the office of Cong. Paul Daza.  

The next schedule of GOL operations will be at the 
De Los Santos Medical Center (DLSMC) on May 30 
with 8 patients and another batch of 11 patients on 
June 5, and eight more patients on June 13. 

Good news is that Cong. Paul Daza will be securing 
Congressional fund for GOL in the amount of Php1M 
on behalf of French Ambassador Marie Fontanel. 
This will be funding the hospital bills of patients 
scheduled for operation each week.

For our Gift of Sight (GOS) program, it’s the same 
update as last week. We have already completed 
156 cataract surgeries from July 2023, to date, of 
which 22 patients have been funded by the donation 
from Rtn. Amel Moti and 134 patients from the 
current global grant. A new batch of 45 cataract 
patients are being prepared for cataract surgery 
scheduled on June 15 at Medsurg Eye Center.

For our Breast and Cervical Cancer Screening 
Project, the following is our schedule of screenings: 
June 15 in Las Pinas; June 16 in Imus, Cavite; June 
22 & 23 in Pila, Laguna, and June 24 in Victoria, 
Laguna.

So that’s our updates for this week. Feel free to 
approach me, our project chairs or our secretariat 
should you want to know more about our weekly 
schedules. Feel free to join us in any of these 
activities.
