With a distinguished career spanning both taekwondo and public service, Monsour has held
numerous significant roles. They served as the Head of the Philippine Taekwondo Team at

the 2019 Southeast Asian Games in Manila and as Chef de Mission for the Asian Indoor and
Martial Arts Games (AIMAG) in Ashgabat, Turkmenistan, in 2017. Since 2016, he has been a
pivotal figure in the martial arts community as the Founding Chairman of the Martial Arts

Combat Sports Council of the Philippines.

His political career includes serving as Congressman for Makati City’s 1st District from 2016
to 2019 and as City Councilor from 2010 to 2016. In addition to political roles, he has been

a leader in the taekwondo community, serving as President and Secretary General of the
Philippine Taekwondo Association from 2010 to 2020 and currently holding the position of
President of the Southeast Asian Taekwondo Federation.

Recognized for his contributions to taekwondo, he was honored with the Award for a Proud
Taekwondo by the World Taekwondo Headquarters in 2017 and has represented the Philip
pine Taekwondo Association on the global stage.

A graduate of De La Salle University with a B.A. in Applied Humanities and Communication
Arts, and has a long list of taekwondo accolades, including multiple gold medals in South
east Asian Games and a bronze medal in the 1988 Olympic Games.
